Job Purpose and Content

The Teaching Assistant is a member of a team of practitioners responsible for the education and care of the children in the school.  S/he is involved in contributing to the teaching and learning programme in line with the aims and objectives of the school.

The Teacher and Teaching Assistant work as a team being ‘partners’ in providing activities for children’s learning and supporting their independence as learners.

The Teaching Assistant works under the direction and control of the Headteacher/Deputy Headteacher and class teacher.  At Grade 2 they would normally be expected to work independently with supervision by the class teacher. They may be required to manage groups or individuals from a class without the presence of the classroom teacher and to use their own initiative to organise activities and tasks.
Principal Responsibilities

1.
Support for pupils:
a) provide levels of individual attention, reassurance and help as appropriate to the pupil’s needs

b) provide information, advice and opportunities for pupils to establish group rules, within the framework of school and class policies

c) use methods and activities as agreed with the class teacher to help pupils to recognise and explore feelings and to use relevant vocabulary when discussing emotions, i.e. participation in circle time activities

d) be responsible for First Aid (after training) in the event of accident or injury and provide documentation as required

e) take appropriate action to minimise health, safety and security risks, which arise during work activities

f) provide advice and assistance as required to enable pupils to develop basic hygiene skills, supporting pupils in respecting their own and others’ needs relating to health and hygiene matters

g) promptly report signs of health problems to the class teacher and comply with school policy and procedures for recording information about pupils’ health, including issues of confidentiality 

h) provide appropriate levels of individual attention, reassurance and help for pupil(s) needs as identified in Individual Education Plans

i) support the specific needs of specified pupils – physical, emotional and/or behavioural

j) supervise children at arrival/departure and at other designated times in the school environment, in some cases the teacher may not be in the immediate vicinity

k) where necessary and under the direction of the teacher, act as an escort on and off school premises, this may include situations where the teacher is not in the immediate vicinity or immediate sight and in accordance with the School Visits Policy

2.
Support for the teacher(s):
a) assist the class teacher in determining the most effective and safe layout of the learning environment for the age range and any special needs of the pupils and planned use

b) prepare materials of the quality and quantity specified by the teacher

c) help pupils to select equipment and materials relevant to their learning tasks and to use these safely and correctly

d) regularly review stocks of equipment and materials and follow agreed procedures for reporting deficiencies, damage and shortfalls

e) support the work of teachers and teaching assistants in training 

f) obtain the information needed and update individual pupil records at agreed time intervals, reporting any difficulties in maintaining these records to the teacher

g) provide praise and encouragement to pupils to recognise and promote positive pupil behaviour in accordance with school behaviour and discipline policies

h) support behaviour management at the beginning and end of lessons and during transfer around to the school

i) where necessary, correct behaviour to maintain order and discipline  

j) report uncharacteristic behaviour patterns in individual pupils and incidents of inappropriate behaviour to the class teacher


3.
Support for the school:
a) attend in-service training and staff meetings when required
b) contribute effectively to the review of team practice, identifying and sharing information on opportunities for improvement.

c) demonstrate a willingness to share information and expertise, which could benefit other team members in their work

d) comply with Health and Safety regulations

e) give clear, accurate and complete information to other teaching assistants as needed for them to work effectively

f) provide information to assist other professionals in their role in accordance with school policies and procedures 

g) maintain confidentiality

h) actively encourage the development of positive relationships and promote confidence about the care and education of their children during contact and communications with parents, passing on any information given to you by parents to the appropriate staff member within the school

i) promptly report any difficulties in communicating with parents to the class teacher

j) take part in the wider life of the school

4.
Support for the curriculum
a) agree with the class teacher the curriculum plans and learning programmes and obtain and use equipment and materials appropriate to the learning objectives and pupils’ development needs

b) give support as needed to help pupils develop skills in the use of ICT

c) obtain accurate and up-to-date information on pupils’ current numeracy skills -  number and the number system, calculations, solving problems, shape, space and measures, handling data and problem solving, including any specific learning targets or difficulties

d) agree appropriate support strategies with the teacher to provide literacy/numeracy support across the curriculum

e) agree appropriate support strategies with the teacher and obtain the resources needed to implement these strategies

f) promptly inform the Teacher when a pupil is experiencing learning difficulties that cannot be resolved

g) use appropriate strategies for introducing pupils to key words to help them access the curriculum

h) respond to pupils’ use of home language and local accents and dialects in a manner which values cultural diversity and reinforces positive self-images

i) provide levels of individual attention, reassurance and help with learning tasks as appropriate to pupils’ needs

j) monitor pupils’ response to learning activities and, where necessary, modify or adapt activities to achieve the intended learning outcomes

k) provide relevant information to the class teacher about pupils’ learning achievements on a daily basis

l) provide an appropriate level of assistance to enable pupils to experience a sense of achievement, maintain self-esteem and self-confidence and encourage self-help skills

m) use appropriate strategies for challenging and motivating pupils to learn

Suttons Primary School, Safe Recruitment Procedure

Suttons Primary School is committed to safeguarding and promoting the welfare of children and young people. In order to meet this responsibility, we follow a rigorous selection process to discourage and screen out unsuitable applicants. This process is outlined below, but can be provided in more detail if requested. 

Disclosure 
This post is classified as having substantial access to children, and appointment is subject to an enhanced police check of previous criminal convictions (DBS Check). Applicants are required, before appointment, to disclose any conviction, caution or binding over including ‘spent convictions’ under the Rehabilitation of Offenders Act 1974 (Exemptions) Order 1975 which meet the conditions for disclosure. These conditions can be found via www.GOV.uk. Non-disclosure may lead to termination of employment. However, disclosure of a criminal background will not necessarily debar individuals from employment – this will depend upon the nature of the offence(s) and when they occurred. 

Shortlisting 
Only those candidates meeting the right criteria will be taken forward from application. 

Interview 
1. Those shortlisted will take part in an in-depth interview process which may involve a number of selection methods.

2. Candidates will be asked to address any discrepancies, anomalies or gaps in their application form. 

Reference Checking 
References from any previous employers and current employer will be taken up for shortlisted candidates, and where necessary employers may be contacted to gather further information. References will be requested prior to interview. If you wish to request a delay in the seeking of references, please contact the school directly.

Probation 
All new staff will be subject to a probation period of six months (which may, in certain circumstances, be extended by up to 10 weeks). The probation period is a trial period, to enable the assessment of an employee’s suitability for the job for which they have been employed. It provides the school with the opportunity to monitor and review the performance of new staff in relation to various areas, but also in terms of their commitment to safe guarding and relationships with pupils.

Code of Conduct
